TASHKENT INTERNATIONAL FILM FORUM “GOLDEN GUEPARD”
The first Tashkent International Film Forum “Golden Guepard” organized by the Fund Forum and “Uzbekkino” National Agency will be held on October 19-25, 2011. 
This is a maiden effort to create an international forum in Uzbekistan which will open new opportunities to focus on and understand complex processes in contemporary cinematography, to acquaint the Uzbek audience with the best that contemporary cinema has to offer, and to put the spotlight on the development of national cinematography over the past few years. 
The idea of Tashkent International Film Forum “Golden Guepard” is expressed in its motto “Civilizations of the 21st Century: Dialogue of Cultures” and in this year’s slogan: “Human Stories: a Philosophy of Feelings”. The goal of the Film Forum – understanding of mutual internalization of various countries’ cultures and shared problems in the modern world – has been supported by eminent international cinema professionals.  The organizers have put together a jury that includes big-name professionals such as Moritz de Hadeln, who headed Berlin and Venice International Film Festivals for many years; Egor Konchalovsky, a famous film director from Russia; Peggy Chiao, a famous film producer, director and supervisor of Taiwan Film Festival “Golden Horse”; Hans Joachim Schlegel, a famous critic, selector of Berlin and Venice Film Festivals, Jan Raymon, a representative of UniFrance; Ingeborga Dapkunaite, a popular Lithuanian actress; Regis Ghezelbash, a famous European film producer; Shunya Ito, a famous film director from Japan, Andrey Hrjanovsky, a renowned animator from Russia among others. The professionals in the jury who represent Uzbekistan include: actor and film director Nozim Tulahojayev, film director Ayub Shakhobitdinov, scriptwriter and film director Yolkin Tuychiyev.
The Film Forum contest program consists of 3 directions: 
- contest of full-length films
- contest of short films
- contest of animated films 
The awards will be bestowed in the following categories: 
- Best full-length film
- Best short film
- Best animated film
- Best director
- Best male role 
- Best female role 
The Selection Committee has received applications for participation in the Film Forum from over 45 countries of Europe, Asia, Africa, South and North America.
